From the desk of Mayor Mark Olson... 

Spring has sprung, and a lot is happening in the village of Fayetteville. The new Ex-
press Mart opened in the lower village and if all goes well, Pascales should be open 
by the time your read this article. Several other projects are starting to take shape like 
the new Nice N Easy in the upper village and Callahan Flanagan and Smith dentist 
office being relocated into the upper village. The Gage Museum and Visitor’s Cen-
ter is taking shape and hopefully will be open in the summer. These and many other 
residential improvements are making the village look and feel alive and well. 

The village is taking on three important projects, all taking place this summer. The old DOT site will be transformed 
into a new vibrant park near Limestone Plaza. The plans have been approved by the trustees and our parks and citi-
zens commission is looking at them as we speak. This project will have a fitness trail, gazebo, restrooms, play areas 
for all ages and lots and lots or green space for all to enjoy. This project along with everything else that is happening 
in Limestone Plaza will hopefully bring more and more people into this truly terrific part of our village.  

The safe route to school sidewalk project is on schedule and due to start construction in the late summer with a com-
pletion date of September. This project will put sidewalks in five key areas in the village and give all children a safe 
route to get to school and will also connect residents to every area of the village. This is not only great for our chil-
dren but everyone who uses sidewalks to get to local businesses throughout the village. These two projects are fully 
funded through grants.  

The third project is the village beatification committee’s work with the flower pots. Last year we had an overwhelm-
ing response on the flowers so this year with the help of $4500 in donations and the support of the village trustees we 
are adding another 30 pots. This will enable the committee to put flowers in areas that last year were not able to re-
ceive them. The flowers will be out by Memorial Day and stay out until Columbus Day. A special thank you goes out 
to all who have supported this great cause and also to the committee for their hard work and dedication to this great 
program.   

As you can see we are working very hard to keep our village looking and feeling great. All this is happening while 
the county executive and the mayor of Syracuse want to take away valuable tax dollars that our community has 
helped generate to help close structural deficits in each of their budgets. I just finished our budget for next year and 
I’m fully aware of the fiscal challenges they face but with cutting expenses and finding new ways to continue to pro-
vide the great level of services we offer, we were able to keep the taxes at the same rate as this year and cut our total 
budget by over 6% while we had 40% reduction in sales tax revenue, 28% increase in pension costs, 30% increase in 
pavement cost and many other increases , but like your business we have tightened our belt, made the necessary ad-
justments and have even able to continue to keep our village on a positive track. 

If their plan goes through we could lose $750,000 in sales tax revenue. This will hurt every aspect of village life, 
some may say that it’s time to consolidate and I would agree if they were dealing with the real issues that have put us 
in this problem. The county has a $1.1 billion dollar annual budget and spends over $650 million of it on mandated 
expenses from the state and federal government. This is the time to stand up and say enough is enough. The county 
executive is calling for true leadership but is not dealing with the real problem in the counties budget. Their answer is 
to strip the villages, towns and school districts of this vital funding and give it all to the county and city. This isn’t 
going to fix the problem and is nothing more than a band aid and it won’t fix the problem. True leadership stands up 
fights for all the people they represent. I’m asking you to stand with me and ask our county to fix the real problem 
and not take away what all of us have worked so hard to get for our families and our communities.   

Thanks again for all that you do to make Fayetteville so special. Have a great spring and an even better summer.
